2) A record of scholarship as evidenced by professional experience 
within the IS or business analytics profession, including an active learning agenda, and/or white papers, 
articles, tutorials or manuals; 3) A demonstrated potential for teaching excellence at the undergraduate or 
graduate level as evidenced by organization and communication skills.  
 
Desired Qualifications.  1) Significant service and professional contributions to the Information Systems 
profession  2) Teaching experience within a variety of platforms, including undergraduate, graduate, online, 
and/or industry; 3) A PhD in business administration or a closely related field. 
 
Application Procedure.  The application deadline is July 10, 2017; if not filled, then every two weeks 
thereafter until the search is closed.  Formal application must be accomplished through submission of 1) 
letter of interest that addresses how you meet the qualifications, 2) resume or CV, 3) list of ASU CIS courses 
that you are interested in teaching, 4) teaching statement including platform stacks and programming 
languages proficiency and teaching evaluations if applicable, and 5) list of references uploaded through  
https://apply.interfolio.com/42817.
